Following the evaluation of the researched documents and the site inspection 6 pollutant-
suspicious objects were identified (engine shed, slag dump, former assembly hall for 
aviation engines, former oil storage, power station (coal) and former coal storage site).  
Under consideration of the existing and future use of the investigated areas and using the 
results of the evaluation with GEFA we secure that the investigated pollutant-suspicious 
areas are not dangerous for the protective goods. There is no need for the further 
investigations. The contaminated site should be left in the contamination register.
